Add-on Options:
•	 Yield & Value Contests – $2,000 – logo on sleeve, 2 of 2 available – The Kansas 

Soybean Yield and Value Contests are designed to recognize outstanding Kansas 
soybean farmers, provide a fun incentive to increase soybean yields, protein and oil 
content, and share information participants learned to help all Kansas soybean farmers 
raise higher yielding and more profitable soybeans. Each participant and witness 
receives a shirt. Your logo will also be put in emails and the final report.

•	 Soybean Celebration Break – $2,000 – sponsor of refreshments, 1 available – This 
takes place in January in conjuction with the Kansas Commodity Classic. Choosing this 
option will let you be the premier sponsor for the reception before Kansas Soybean Ce

•	 Emerging Leaders Academy Sponsor - $2,500 - Sponsoring a class will put your 
brand in front of a select number of agriculture professionals in Kansas.
